Other Comments: If any electronic system were going to convince me to try switching from paper ballots, it could be this one.

The phone didn’t work at all!

It would not read back what | had actually said. It took 3 times to dial in. The speaker’s voice was too low in volume.

Other comments: Registration process wasn’t accurate—voting section could have been louder

Other comments: | was not able to finish phone—too much background noise. It kept asking to repeat. | could barely hear.

The phone system may not have been loud enough. If phone system doesn’t understand, “please repeat your choice”—Do not error—That is confusing.

Next to “The ballot text was easy to read or hear.” wrote: Noise in Room
Other Comments: Liked security of voice recognition—Difficult to do in this setting. | like the familiarity of using own phone—increases comfort and confidence.
